Ornamental Features

Flower Carpet Coral Rose is covered in stunning fragrant
semi-double coral-pink flowers with creamy white eyes at
the ends of the branches from late spring to late summer.
The flowers are excellent for cutting. It has dark green
deciduous foliage. The glossy oval compound leaves do
not develop any appreciable fall color.

Landscape Attributes

Flower Carpet Coral Rose is a dense multi-stemmed
deciduous shrub with an upright spreading habit of
growth. Its average texture blends into the landscape, but
can be balanced by one or two finer or coarser trees or

This shrub should only be grown in full sunlight. It does best in average to evenly moist conditions, but will
not tolerate standing water. It is not particular as to soil type or pH. It is somewhat tolerant of urban
pollution. This particular variety is an interspecific hybrid.
